How can you show how 

many different colours 

there are?  Can you 

share your information 

with your class? 

Choose your three 

favourite numbers.  Can 

you describe why they 

are your favourites?

Draw a map of your 

journey to school. Try to 

include places and 

landmarks you pass every 

day. 

Draw your favourite 

place. 

Perform a dance about 

yourself.  Can you show 

the audience clues about 

yourself and what you 

like doing?

Decide which one 

is the easiest to follow 

as you plot your way to 

school. 

Construct a model of 

your classroom. 

What would you do to 

make the classroom 

better?  Add this to 

your model.
