Rainbow Write

Using coloured pencils in different ways can help
to make parts of words memorable. You could
highlight the tricky parts of the word or write the
tricky part in a different colour. You could also
write each letter in a different colour, or write the
word in red, then overlay in orange, yellow and
so on.

You choose which you'd
prefer to to help you
your target words.

Write out your target words as below fo create a
pyramid. This method of learmning words forces you fo
think of each letter separately.

P
Py
pyr
pyra
pyram
pyrami
pyramid

You can then reverse the process so that you end up
with a diamond.

Look, Cover, Write, Check

Look: first lock at the whole word carefully and if
there is one part of the word that is difficult, look at
that part in more detail.

Say: say the word as you look at it, using different
ways of pronouncing it if that will make it more
memorable.

Cover: cover the word.

Write: write the word from memory, saying the word
as you do so.

Check: Have you got it righte If yes, fry writing it
again and again! If not, start again —look, say,
cover, write, check.

Backwards
Words

Werite out your spelling words
forwards and then backwards.

Example: home emoh

twinkl

WHat's My voweL?

Write your target words without the vowels
sounds. After 10 minutes, return fo the words and
see if you can add in the correct missing vowels.

For example, for the word field:
