We will be teaching our 

pupils the NSPCC’s Underwear Rule, using the ‘PANTS’ acrostic which is like a green cross 

code for staying safe from sexual abuse. The NSPCC leaflet is attached to the email with 

this letter.  

PANTS stands for: 

 Privates are always private 

 Always remember your body belongs to you 

 No means no 

 Talk about secrets that upset you 

 Speak up, someone can help 

You may have seen the television campaign promoting use of these materials for children 

aged 5 and over.
