Dear Families, 

Last year King Athelstan children took part in the TCS Mini London 

Marathon.  It was lovely to see 39 children cross the finish line! 

We have the wonderful opportunity to enter the TCS London Mini 

Marathon again this year. This event is held on Saturday 25th April, 

the day before the main TCS London Marathon. The children can run 

either 1 mile (1.6km) or 2.6km and every child that crosses the finish 

line will raise £10 for our school. The route passes Horse Guards 

Parade and Buckingham Palace, finishing on The Mall.  

Event information 

• Reception – Year 6 = 1 mile run (1.6k) exact wave times to be confirmed. 

• Year 4 - Year 6 = 2.6km exact wave times to be confirmed. 

• Terrain: Road – fast and flat 

A few things to note 

• free to enter 

• adults can take part if the participants need support on the route.  Please note there are very 

limited adult places and children in Reception - Y2 will be prioritised.  

• if your child is in Reception – Y2 they must be accompanied by an adult.  It is fine for other 

families to run with your child, however, you must organise this between each other.  It is not 

the school’s responsibility.  London Marathon Events have confirmed the ratio is one adult to 

every six children. I will also be running on the day so will be able to support the children. 

• children in Y3-Y6 can run on their own and can be collected from a safe and secure area at the 

finish line. 

• you are responsible for bringing your child to and from London.  It is not an official school trip. 

• I will be there on the day to provide support to the children.   I look forward to seeing them as 

they make their way through the streets of London!
