The spring Parent/Carer Forum took place on Thursday and several parents/carers attended, along with four 

Governors. Topics discussed included how children are selected for sports events, Nursery hours, crossing patrol 

challenges and school uniform.

Y5/Y6 Cross Country Competition  
Congratulations to the 40 children who took part 

in the Cross Country Competition this week.  It 

was great that the event finally went ahead having 

been cancelled twice due to water-logged pitches! 

The 1.3km course was completed by all of the 

children in what were highly competitive races.  

We had some fantastic results in all four races 

(Y5 girls, Y5 boys, Y6 girls, Y6 boys). There were 

approximately 135 children in each race. Our top six results were: Sky in Riley – 4th; Martha in Kahlo– 8th; Freya in 

Warhol – 12th; Kayla in Kahlo – 15th; Lenny in Riley – 18th; Max P in Warhol – 19th. These were all incredible 

achievements.  All the children represented the school really well. Thank you to all the adults for their help on 

the day, and to everyone who came to cheer the children on. We are very proud of all the children.

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Art Lessons  
Mrs Barr, our amazing Art Teacher, has been so impressed with art work this term that she 

has asked for some of it to be published in the Digest. Here are just a few examples of Y2 

making Tudor Houses (there will be a Great Fire of King Athelstan next term!), Y3 painting 

African Kente Cloth (Kente refers to a Ghanaian textile made of hand-woven strips of 

silk and cotton), and Y5 painting their Greek Pots. There were other 

lovely examples, but we don’t have room for them all! 

Waiting Outside  
We are seeing an increasing amount of accidents happening before the gates are open, particularly with younger 

children. If you are waiting for the gates to open, please hold your child’s hand or keep them with you until the 

teacher has come out and the gate is open. Children should not be running around, chasing each other or throwing 

sticks. Thank you. 

Y1 Materials Workshop  
Y1 classes had an exciting morning on Tuesday when they took part in a Materials Workshop to support their 

science work. The children learned to: 

•  Identify, sort and group a wide range of different materials 

• Observe the difference between reversible and irreversible materials. 

• Experiment with the changing shapes of solid objects as they squash, bend, twist and stretch

came along to support – we hope you enjoyed the shows.  

Y5 Bikeability  
Well done to the 23 children took part in Bikeability cycling proficiency this week.  On 

these courses they learnt a number of skills including; bike control, starting/stopping 

with confidence and understanding the road. The course consisted of one day on site 

followed by two days off-site on local roads.  It was great to see how much progress 

they made throughout the week, and both the instructors and school are very pleased 

with them. Children will have received 

certificates to acknowledge their 

achievement. A reminder – if your child did 

not take part this week, they will be able to 

do so in Y6.
